Story writing

The children will be writing a story about
finding a mysterious object and the
adventure that finding it leads the
characters on. We will create a toolkit of
useful devices to engage the reader.

Art PE

The children will learn Through Dance, we shall

Maths
In Maths we will be learning to multiply and divide by 3, 4
and 8 and recall these times tables. We will be
multiplying numbers using the column method and will
divide with remainders. We will also be learning about
length and perimeter, using mm, cm and metres to
measure and converting between these units of measure.
We will investigate fractions by comparing and ordering
unit then non-unit fractions.

Diary Writing

We shall then be creating diary entries from
the perspective of Howard Carter, looking
at the key features and thinking about how
we can make it engaging for the reader.

Science
How does light change in our classroom
over time?

In Science the children will recognise that they
need light in order to see things and that dark is
the absence of light. We will notice that light is
reflected from surfaces and that shadows can
be formed when the light from a light source is
blocked by an opaque object.
