Literacy

We shall be creating descriptive writing 
about the setting and characters.

Maths 
We start the term with Place Value, focusing on Hundred, 
Tens and Ones. We shall compare objects and compare and 
order numbers. The children will count in 50’s and we will 
also begin our unit on addition and subtraction. The 
children will add and subtract 2 and 3 digit numbers. 

Science 
How strong is a magnet? 

This term we will investigate how things move on 
different surfaces. The children will observe how 
magnets attract or repel each other and attract 
some materials and not others.
